One-on-one tutoring

Ms. Castellanos:

Family that | spoke to stated that they enjoyed
seeing their son progress through school in a
less stressful environment. They stated that
they liked the teacher and have had a positive
experience so far. One thing they would like to
see more is having more tutoring sessions
available, preferably outside of the
appointment times. Oftentime, the student
struggles with work and they want him to feel
empowered in reaching out to someone who
can help on the spot, rather than have to wait
for their next appointment. (This was for a
student from NLB, and | have spoken to Ms.
Coronado about who the student was as | am
not aware of their names.)

Family #2 stated that they would like to see
more extracurricular activities being offered by
the school. They love the method that their
child is learning, but would like them to get
more involved with school and have more
activities to help build social skills and
bonding.

They are finding that the students struggle to
get motivated for school/work and parent
wants more ways to get them excited about
growing up and progressing to the next level in
life.

Connect with CL and
look into citizenship support organizations
Family #4: This mother loves the support,
encouragement and well-rounded engagement
her son receives here. They had a difficult time
at the traditional school because of bullying
and other things and she has seen her son
flourish and grow at this school. She would
love more career development, but knows this
will come as he progresses in his credits, as
he is only a freshman now.

attending school is childcare and
